  2. Information on highly automated driving systems required on stickers made available to prospective buyers 
  (a) Amendment Section 32302 of title 49, United States Code, is amended by adding at the end the following new subsection: 
  
  (e) Information on automated driving systems required 
  (1) In general Manufacturers shall include a description of the level of driving automation for any highly automated vehicle on the stickers described in subsection (c). 
  (2) Definitions As used in this subsection— 
  (A) the term  highly automated vehicle—
  (i) means a motor vehicle equipped with an automated driving system; and
  (ii) does not include a commercial motor vehicle (as defined in section 31101); and 
  (B) the term  automated driving system has the meaning given those terms in the September 2016 Surface Vehicle Recommended Practice Report (J3016) by SAE International , or any successor report thereto.  .
