1 Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
twes of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Maximizing Opportuni-

ties for Research and the Enhancement of Automated Ve-
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hicles Act” or the “MORE Act”.

(D) by redesignating subparagraphs (A)
through (C) as clauses (i) through (iii), respec-
tively, and moving their margins 2 ems to the
right;

(E) by striking “evaluation by a manufac-
turer” and inserting the following: “‘evaluation
