“(B) RESUMPTION OF EXEMPTION.—If the
Secretary, in consultation with the Adminis-
trator, finds that a program partner to which
an exemption no longer applies pursuant to
subparagraph (A) has complied with all Energy
Star program requirements for a period of at
least 3 years, the application of the exemption

to the program partner shall resume.”.

  (f) No warranty 
  (1) In general Any disclosure relating to participation of a product in the Energy Star program shall not create an express or implied warranty, or give rise to any private claims or rights of action under State or Federal law relating to the disqualification of that product from the Energy Star program, if— 
  (A) the product— 
  (i)  has been certified by a third-party certification body recognized by the Energy Star program; or 
  (ii) is exempt from third-party certification pursuant to subsection (g);  
  (B) the Secretary, in consultation with the Administrator, has approved corrective measures, including a determination of whether or not consumer compensation is appropriate; and 
  (C) the responsible party has fully complied with all approved corrective measures. 
  (2) Statutory construction Nothing in this subsection shall be construed to require the Secretary or the Administrator to modify any procedure or take any other action. 
  (g) Third-Party certification 
  (1) In general Subject to paragraph (2), not later than 180 days after the date of enactment of this subsection, the Secretary, in consultation with the Administrator, shall revise the certification requirements for the listing of consumer, home, and office electronic products under the Energy Star program for program partners that have complied with all requirements of the Energy Star program for a period of at least 18 months.  
  (2) Administration The revised certification requirements under paragraph (1) for the listing of products described in such paragraph under the Energy Star program shall provide that the Secretary— 
  (A) shall, except as provided in paragraph (4), exempt program partners described in paragraph (1) from third-party certification requirements; and 
  (B) may require such program partners to submit test data and other product information to facilitate product listing and performance verification by the Secretary, in consultation with the Administrator, for a sample of such products. 
  (3) Third parties Nothing in this subsection shall be construed to prevent the Secretary or the Administrator from using third parties in the course of the administration of the Energy Star program. 
  (4) Limitation on application 
  (A) Termination of exemption Subject to subparagraph (B), if the Secretary, in consultation with the Administrator, finds that a program partner exempted from third-party certification requirements under paragraph (2) has violated any requirement of the Energy Star program with respect to 2 or more separate products listed under the Energy Star program during a 2-year period, such exemption shall no longer apply to the program partner. 
  (B) Resumption of exemption If the Secretary, in consultation with the Administrator, finds that a program partner to which an exemption no longer applies pursuant to subparagraph (A) has complied with all Energy Star program requirements for a period of at least 3 years, the application of the exemption to the program partner shall resume. .
